It has been another busy year
for the Board of Heritage
Saskatchewan. This year we can
genuinely say we are moving
out of the “foundation-building”
phase and on into the next
phase of growth, yes, and even
renewal — even though we are
still only four years old! Exciting
new challenges and changes
are on the road ahead for our
organization!

This year, there was work to be
done by the Board supporting
Ingrid and staff as they transitioned
into managing the Youth Heritage Fairs
program. Several of the Board attended the
Provincial Showcase in Regina in June this
year, and were both delighted and inspired
by the energy and enthusiasm of the youth.

From a policy governance perspective,
we are proud to have completed our
first full year of monitoring our Executive
Limitations policies, and we are also
pleased that our Governance Process and
Board-CEO Relationship policies are now
in place. The “foundations” were further
developed this year in the establishment
of two committees: an Ad Hoc Awards
Committee (with thanks to Liberty Brears,
Susan McKenzie, and Lindsay Torrie), and a
Performance Evaluation and Compensation
Committee (thanks to Lindsay Torrie,
Jack Walton, and Terry Sinclair). Finally,
the Board reviewed the roles, as defined
in policy, of the Vice President, President,
and Past President, which have resulted in
some recommended bylaw changes which
will be put forward to the membership
at our annual AGM this year. Thanks go
to the Governance Committee (Bonnie
Dabhl, Liberty Brears,Wendy Fitch, and Jack
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the President - Kristin Enns-Kavanagh

Walton with staff representation from
Ingrid Cazakoff) for all the work they
put in getting the policies ready. Thanks
also to Linda Fast, who once again has
generously donated her time to HS, giving
much needed instruction and support on
implementing Policy Governance.

One of the most important components
of the Boards job is to conduct
ongoing Ownership Linkage, the process
of systematically connecting with an
organization’s owners. To that end, the
Board hosted a Provincial Engagement in
February 2013 and will be participating
this year in two more formal opportunities
for Board linkage in the immediate future:
the Community Engagement Workshop
on February 20, 2014, where delegates
from local heritage committees, from
Saskatchewan communities, will look at
ways of strengthening the communications
networks for heritage; and the Provincial
Engagement Advocacy / Public Awareness
& Education Workshop on February
21, 2014 where the Board will have an
opportunity to connect with provincial
heritage organizations and institutions
as we examine strategies for advocacy
and public awareness. In addition to
these opportunities to connect, the
Board members have enjoyed numerous
opportunities  throughout this  past
year to attend heritage events around
Saskatchewan.

This October, Ingrid, Jack Walton, and |
had the opportunity to once again attend
the Heritage Canada The National Trust
(HCNT) annual conference in Ottawa.
This provided an opportunity for Heritage
Saskatchewan to once again participate
on the national scene part of HNCT’s
National Council. This year, the National
Council was part of the HCNT’s “Day on
the Hill” activities, which saw National



Council members participating in meetings
with Members of Parliament (MPs) to
promote heritage at the national level.
Ingrid Cazakoff and | joined HCNT Board
Chair Ross Keith in a meeting with MP
for Wascana Ralph Goodale. Heritage
Saskatchewan is pleased to be part of this
important national work with the HCNT
and look forward to helping shape the role
of the National Council in the future.

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The need to seek opportunities for
partnerships and engage stake-
holders in raising awareness for
our diverse heritage is becom-
ing a greater priority as Heritage
Saskatchewan (HS) looks to the
future.

The heritage movement faces
challenges and opportunities, particu-
larly in remaining relevant in a
world that is changing at a rapid
rate. Technology, globalization, the
changing nature of volunteerism
and changing demographics are
growing trends that will affect
how we can continue to respond and move
forward into the future, where heritage is
not viewed as ‘frozen in time’ but as living
and connected to quality of life.

Faced with this recognition and through
the results of our research conducted in
2012, HS expanded our research in 2013
to include organizations not traditionally
viewed as actively engaged in heritage
activities. A number of opportunities for
building relationships and partnerships in
three areas: health and well-being; citizenship
and social cohesion; and education and
employment were pursued and have provided
Heritage Saskatchewan with opportunities
and follow up actions for the future. The
information submitted to HS in November
of 2013, revealed that there are initiatives
already being undertaken in a number
of areas where HS can actively become
engaged with in the future. Through these
processes, we can better raise awareness
for living heritage and our introductory
meetings with individuals and organizations
indicates willingness and need for future
collaborations with them and others. HS
can play a significant coordination and
participatory role in moving forward with
a number of recommendations and then in
turn, ensure the information is available for
use in advocacy efforts.
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A part of the research included an analysis

of heritage workers in Saskatchewan.
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volunteered his time with us to investigate
how many people worked in heritage
occupations and to identify some basic
characteristics of employees. For this study,
a broad definition was utilized which
embraced the concept of living heritage in
their work, where the employees’ day to
day responsibilities would be influenced by
an understanding of heritage. The results of
this first look has provided HS with useful
information and demonstrated that this
type of statistical analysis could be useful in
advocacy efforts and in strengthening the
relevancy of heritage as a part community
planning and development. Thank you to
Doug for working with us on this first phase.

The transition of the youth heritage fairs
program into Heritage Saskatchewan
was another significant initiative for the
organization this past year. Following a
number of meetings with SaskCulture and
the Saskatchewan Youth Heritage Fairs
Association (SYHFA), the process began in
late 2012 and throughout the first half of
2013. Shannon Chernick was hired as our
Education Coordinator and she, along with
Wally Dyck of SYHFA began a knowledge
transfer process to transition the fairs
program over to our organization. This,
along with consultations with numerous
individuals and organizations including the
current regional fair participants, teachers,
Ministry of Education officials, heritage
organizations, and national organizations,
to name a few, to determine future needs
for the program.As a part of the agreement
established between HS and SYHFA, HS
agreed to host and organize the 2013
Provincial Youth Heritage Fairs Showcase,
held this past May at Government House
in Regina. This provided HS with significant
public awareness opportunities in reaching
new audiences and provided us with an
intense initiation, providing us with a deep
appreciation for the work that the former
SYHFA and volunteers who have made
this program possible. We look forward to
continuing this good work and to growing
the program in the future. The transition
of the fairs program was completed on
July 31 2013, and HS is now in the process



of organizing the regional fairs and the
Provincial Showcase set for June of 2014.A
part of the transition was the development
of new webpages and updating the
registration system, now live on our website.
Into the future, we see this program as a
great mechanism for HS to connect with
the youth of Saskatchewan and to raise
awareness for heritage with new audiences.
From our initial interactions with youth
involved in the program, we are recognizing
that our youth do value their heritage and
we can learn from one another. On behalf of
HS, | would like to thank Wally Dyck for his
many years of service to the heritage fairs,
the former Board of Directors of SYHFA,
and SaskCulture for their support and
guidance during the transition period.

Two of our operational committees
provided HS with relevant information and
guidance to extend our ability to provide
service and information to stakeholders.
The work of the advocacy committee,
continued to provide input and expertise in
specific areas.This past year, HS developed a
position paper in relation to the significance
of archives in Saskatchewan.Upgrades in our
funding database from an excel spreadsheet
format to web-based functionality has
resulted in a more user friendly search-
ability function, and a significant rise in
the number of visits to our website, with
inquiries regarding funding sources available
in Saskatchewan. | would like to thank the
members of the operation committees
for their contributions. As the work of the
funding aspect of the database committee
has drawn to a close, we look forward to
new opportunities.

Charting new courses continues to be a
priority with Heritage Canada. Through
the development of new vision statements,
Heritage Canada is moving forward and
Heritage Saskatchewan has been actively
involved in that process. Our participation
came through involvement at a committee
level and through participation at the
National Council level, viewed as an advisory
body to the Board of Governors. This past
meeting held in Ottawa in October, saw
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a number of national council members
including HS participating in Heritage
on the Hill; an opportunity to meet with
Members of Parliament to raise awareness
for heritage conservation in Canada. At the
Annual General Meeting, members voted
in favour of a name change for Heritage
Canada to Heritage Canada The National
Trust (HCNT).This change is the beginning
of a ‘new era’ for the organization, where
they will seek to increase their capacity
to lead and act with a new purpose to
encourage communities through regen-
eration and revitalization programs. HS
looks forward to partnering and building
upon our relationship with HCNT as we
move forward together.

As | complete my third year as CEO |
continue to be inspired by those working in
the heritage movement. Recalling last year’s
FORUM: Heritage: Off the Grid where Dr.
Mark Kingwell introduced new concepts for
all of us to consider: our knowns and our
unknowns; to Dr.Julian Smith expanding our
thinking on living heritage;and the additional
presenters addressing heritage in their
work activities, | look forward to learning
new concepts and working with partners
to expand our knowledge and awareness of
heritage into the future. | am sure that this
year’s FORUM will continue to broaden our
knowledge and understanding of heritage.

Finally | extend my thanks to the Board
of Directors for their dedication and
willingness to share their experiences
and ideas. The board meetings are always
thought provoking and inspiring! Thank you
to the staff and contracted personnel who
continue to dedicate themselves to making
this organization a success.
